First Nations Justice We want to see a more just settlement for all Indigenous
People.

We provide resources so that we can educate
ourselves and value respectful and informed debate on this important issue.

Refugee Justice We want to see a strong, supportive and diverse society. That's why
we campaign for refugees and seek to build greater public awareness about asylum
seekers. We provide free cultural and language classes, and work to be a safe place
where migrants and refugees can make new friends and rebuild their lives.

Climate Justice We want to see greater and quicker action to mitigate the climate
crisis we face. We're an inaugural member of Victoria's Climate Pledge, TAKE2, and
work to reach net zero as soon as possible. That's why we use only energy from
renewable sources and take continued action to reduce our waste and emissions.

Safe Kids and Families We strongly condemn any form of abuse - in church, at our
workplace, or in the home - and are committed to safeguarding children and
vulnerable people. Our staff and volunteers complete training and relevant checks.
